PILOT REQUIREMENTS TO ACT AS PILOT IN COMMAND OF CLUB AIRCRAFT 

These requirements are terms of the SGFC Aircraft Insurance Policies as of 1/1/05.

Note: All aircraft may be operated by Commercial pilots in the employ of an FAA-approved aircraft repair station in connection with inspections or repairs to be or have been performed on the aircraft or, by an FAA inspector or any Certified Flight Instructor while accompanied by an approved pilot for the purpose of instructing that person.

Cessna 150L  N21902

1. Has a current and effective medical certificate (unless a pre-solo pilot);

2. Satisfies the FAA’s flight review requirements;

3. Has received a checkout from, and written approval of, a certified flight instructor in the same make and model as the aircraft.

Cessna 172L  N7221Q & N8019L
1. Has a current and effective medical certificate (unless a pre-solo pilot);

2. Satisfies the FAA’s flight review requirements;

3. Has received a checkout from, and written approval of, a certified flight instructor in the same 

       make and model as the aircraft.

Cessna 182E  N9372X

1.  Has a current and effective medical certificate (unless a pre-solo pilot);

2. Satisfies the FAA’s flight review requirements;

3. Has at least the following logged pilot time in the same make and model as the aircraft prior to acting as pilot in command:

a. Has received a checkout from, and written approval of, a certified flight instructor in the same make and model as the aircraft;

b. 10 hours if a member has less than 100 hours total logged flight time;

c. 5 hours if the member has 100 or more hours of logged flight time;

d. Has received a checkout from, and written approval of, a certified flight instructor in the same make and model as the aircraft.

Bellanca/Citabria  7-GCBC  N714TM
1. Has a current and effective medical certificate (unless a pre-solo pilot);

2. Satisfies the FAA’s flight review requirements;

3. Has at least 10 hours in tailwheel-equipped aircraft (if the aircraft is tailwheel-equipped);

4. Has received a checkout from, and written approval of, a certified flight instructor in the same make and model as the aircraft.
